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People have to recognize that 

if  we don’t do something that is 
positive on the farm policy side, 
then we’re putting the future of  
our food security at risk.”

Thompson said across every 
title of  the farm bill are new and 
better tools and resources for 
farmers and rural communities.

“From production and 
processing to delivery and 
consumption, this bill strengthens 
the rural economy across every 
region, every state, and every 
congressional district. While a 
few armchair critics have gotten 
louder these last few weeks, 
aiming to divide the committee 
and fracture the process that 
brings about a bipartisan 
bicameral farm bill, I believe it’s 
important to focus on the 
substance of  the legislation 
before us,” Thompson said. 
“Over the past few decades, the 
farm safety net has lost its ability 
to protect those or the backbone 
of  our great nation. American 
farmers face natural disasters 
take huge personal risks and are 
at the whims of  regulatory 
overreach.”

He said it is a privilege to 
deliver a farm bill that 
strengthens the risk mitigation 
measures available to farmers,
